The hand depends on how declarer tackles the trump
suit. Putting up the King on the first round offers the
best hope.

Declarer can get rid of his club loser by ruffing on the
second round leaving him with 1 trump to lead toward
his hand. After ruffing the Club declarer leads the heart
toward his hand. If North plays the Ace declarer will
need to drop the Queen on the next round with the
King. If North plays low, only 3 distributions remain
that will allow him to make the hand (Qx, Ax, Q with
South), Since the King works in 2 of these situations it
is the best choice here.

How to be a good partner?
By Marty Bergen

Before | discuss bidding theory, I like to start my
partnership off on the right note. Half the battle of
winning is being a good partner. So | try to adhere to
the following rules:

1) Don't give lessons (unless you are being paid to do
S0 ;)

2) Never say anything to partner unless you want him
to say it to you.

3) Never "result' (criticize your partner for a normal
action just because it didn't work this time).

4) Never discuss a hand just played with your partner
unless your attempt is to clear up a misunderstanding
in bidding or defense.

5) If you feel the need to be nasty, sarcastic or critical,
excuse yourself and take a walk

6) Don't forget that your partner wants to win as much
as you do.

7) Don't ever criticize or embarrass your partner in front
of others

8) When you have time between hands discuss topics
other than bridge.

9) When you want too ask partner about a disaster, ask
about your hand instead of your partner's

10) Remember that you and your partner are on the
same side.

11) Like your partner and root for him 100%. You should
feel just as bad about his mistakes as you do about your
own.

12) If you are unsure as to whether your partner would
want you to say something, DON'T

13) Remember this is only a card game.

14) Have a good time and make sure that your partner
has a good time also.

15) Never assume that your partner has made a mistake
until the hand is over and you have time to think it
through.

16) Although it may be unfashionable, it is OK to be nice
to a partner that you happen to live with.

17) Think twice before verbally analyzing a hand. Don't
embarrass yourself with a hasty inaccurate comment.

18) When you voluntarily choose to play bridge with
someone, it is unfair to get upset (eternally or internally)
when he doesn't play any better than usual.

19) Never side with an opponent against your partner. If
you can't support your partner, keep your mouth shut.

20) If you are too good for a partner, or don't enjoy
playing with him, do everyone a favor and choose
someone else the next time.

When to draw trumps? PART II

1. Declarer needs dummies trumps to ruff losers. Ruff
the hearts in dummy then pull trumps

2. Declarer needs to discard a loser before drawing
trumps. Cross to dummy in diamonds to discard the
heart loser on the club Ace, and then draw trumps

3. Declarer needs to setup a side suit to discard a loser.
Knockout the Spade Ace; take you heart pitch then draw
trumps.

4. Declarer needs trumps as communications. Use
trumps to try and setup the 5™ Heart in an attempt to
make 7.

5. Declarer needs to attack a suit from the right
direction. Cross to dummy and lead a spade toward your
hand, A stiff Ace can result in an extra trump loser
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
